My Char Dham Yatra Experience

Between handling a full-time job and attending college, life had 

started to feel like a never-ending cycle of deadlines and routines.

Surrounded by snow-capped peaks, 

Kedarnath had a powerful, divine energy. It was a moment of 

pure silence and surrender.

Finally, we visited Badrinath, a bright and peaceful place that felt 

like a warm closing chapter to our trip. The temple atmosphere 

was welcoming, and we even saw the confluence of the 

Alaknanda and Saraswati rivers, which was a beautiful sight.

Throughout the yatra, I also vlogged my journey for my 

YouTube channel, capturing every meaningful moment — from 

our helicopter ride to Kedarnath to the quiet mornings in the 

mountains. Sharing this online helped me relive the moments 

and also inspired others who dream of making the same journey.
